College of the North Atlantic Entrance Requirements
Admission requirements for CNA vary from program to program. It is the policy of the college to maintain an “open admission policy." This means that students are admitted into a program on a first-come first-served basis as assessed by the date of application and on the condition that the candidate met the minimum qualifications prescribed.  In some cases, it is in the best interest of the student to apply for a program even if they know they have not met all requirements in order to be placed on the “wait list” while upgrades are made.

Students are advised to check the college calendar or speak to the guidance counsellor for admission requirements for particular programs. Students should apply for admission as soon as they decide which program to pursue to ensure admission.

One Year Programs (Skilled Trades, Office Admin, Paramedicine, etc)
· High school diploma
Two and Three Year Programs – Varies depending on the program.
Examples:

1. Applied Arts (such as Early Childhood Ed., Food Service, Textile Studies, Graphic Design, Community Rec. Leadership, etc)

· Minimum would be a 60% average in nine 3000 level credits.

2. Math and/or Science concentrated programs (such as Business Admin/Management, Engineering Tech., Computer Support/Website Admin., Medical Sciences etc.)

60% average, including the following:

· English 3201 or 3202 (with minimum 60%)
· Academic Math 2204 (50% minimum), Math 3204 (60% minimum)
· Engineering and Medical Science also requires a 60% in two of Biology 3201, Physics 3204, Chemistry 3202 or Earth Systems 3209.
Note: All programs at CNA accept non-academic English, however, some require academic math and sciences.

Suggestions/Options for students who do NOT meet Memorial University Entrance Requirements
1. Write a Public Exam Supplementary:

Any student taking a Public Exam course, and who fails the course in June, or gets a grade lower than they wanted, may register to write a Public Exam Supplementary, in one or more of the courses, at no cost to the student. 

The Public Exam Supplementaries are written in mid-August.  The schedule for Public Exam Supplementaries will be posted on the school website as soon as it is available, along with the registration form and needed information.
2. Attend Public Exam Supplementary preparation courses:

The Eastern School District offers two Night School sessions prior to June exams; one is a 16 week Night School which is currently in progress and runs for one night per week per course; the other is a 8 week night school which usually starts in April and runs two nights per week per course.

One week duration preparation courses held at a selected school (about $120 per course) in early August.  (This would be good for students who were writing supplementary exams in courses completed earlier in high school, or who need extra study/help).
3. Register with CNA in the “College-University Transfer” Program:
Students who meet CNA entrance requirements may want to consider completing courses at CNA that can later be transferred to MUN.  These courses are designed for students intending to transfer to university after completion of their first year at CNA and are offered at various campuses across the province.
4. Attend as a “mature student”:
5. A mature student is age “21” at MUN, and age “19” (and out of school for one year) at CNA.

6. ☼Summer Bridging (Aug 17 – Aug 28, 2009): 
Memorial University's Summer Bridging Program will be offered at Sir Wilfred Grenfell College in Corner Brook and at the St. John's campus from August 17 to 28, 2009. All applications must be received no later than noon, August 7, 2009.
Any Newfoundland and Labrador student who misses the MUN admission requirements by five per cent or less - that is, a high school graduating average between 65 and 70 per cent in courses required for admission - is eligible to apply. 
Students who successfully complete the program will be admitted to Memorial University in September at the campus of their choice. Check out the website
